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Hillary Clinton’s nomination for President may be more
attributable to America’s short-term memory loss than her
political savvy. The former Secretary of State has a long list of
violations against truth and morality that extend back to her
days in the Warren Commission. But like her husband’s well-
known philandering prior to his election, America seems
oblivious to the Clintons’ moral depravity. Therefore, a few
reminders to be in order, but since the list is so extensive, only
the actions of the charming Bill and Hillary at the beginning of
Bill’'s administration will be addressed.

Also in February of 1993, President Clinton appointed
