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Vaccine Manufacturer Now Says Three Shots
Required to Fend Off Omicron

At what point will this all end?
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Our third COVID-19 winter is now arriving, and there appear to be varying ideas about just what the
world should expect.

Winter time has long brought about fears of an increased spread of the illness, thanks to the fact that
many more folks will the gathering indoors, where the virus will have an opportunity to spread with
less resistance.

But the newest variant of the virus has been described as “mild” by the doctors most familiar with it,
and even the normally-glum Dr. Anthony Fauci seems to have backed off of his earlier concerns a bit.
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Pfizer this week released a statement suggesting that their vaccine, originally administered in two
doses, will require a third shot to be effective against omicron.

Preliminary lab studies show two doses of the Pfizer/BioNTech vaccine may not provide
sufficient protection against the Omicron coronavirus variant, but three doses are able to
neutralize it, the companies said in a news release on Wednesday.

Samples from people who had two doses of the Covid-19 vaccine saw, on average, a more
than 25-fold reduction in neutralization ability against the Omicron variant than the earlier
virus, “indicating that two doses of BNT162b2 may not be sufficient to protect against
infection with the Omicron variant,” the companies said.

The companies said two doses may still provide protection against severe disease.

“Although two doses of the vaccine may still offer protection against severe disease caused
by the Omicron strain, it’s clear from these preliminary data that protection is improved
with a third dose of our vaccine,” Pfizer Chairman and CEO Albert Bourla said in a
statement. “Ensuring as many people as possible are fully vaccinated with the first two dose
series and a booster remains the best course of action to prevent the spread of COVID-19.”

The news is sure to elicit some grumbling from the masses, who are very much over the continued
hysteria regarding COVID-19.
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
